Goal 1: Build Your Team CAMPAIGNS

Form a teacher and/or student led group to implement the campaign
objectives and drive awareness. The committee must have at least two

non-student members.

Goal 1: Build Your Team

$ The Fair Trade Committee develops and provides leadership for the campaign action
plan. Think about who on campus would most help gain traction and sustain the
campaign, including students, faculty, administration, and staff. A minimum of five

members, including at least one non-student, is required to meet this goal.

The Goal: Recruit at least five committee members, including at least two

teachers or staff.

Goal 2: Reach out to Campus Outlets
Work with your food service provider to increase the availability of Fair Trade products
on campus. Ensure a minimum of two Fair Trade products are available in all campus-
owned and operated venues.

Goal 2: Commit to Fair Trade Education and Events
By including Fair Trade in lesson plans, curricula and school events like
assemblies and fairs, students understand the ways in which Fair Trade fits
into their daily lives.

Goal 3: Enroll Offices and Catering

Work with offices and catering to ensure that Fair Trade products are used in campus
offices and departments, and at campus-run meetings and events. A minimum of three
examples is required to meet this goal.

The Goal: Host at least two educational activities or events each year.

Goal 3: Source Fair Trade Products

Offer Fair Trade products in cafeterias, vending machines, teachers'
. > . lounges, or school stores.

Goal 4: Commit to Fair Trade Education and Events

Raise awareness of Fair Trade on your campus through events, curriculum, news
coverage, and more. A minimum of four activities is required to meet this goal.

The Goal: Make at least two Fair Trade products permanently available at
your school. If permanent sourcing is not possible, products must be
offered via occasional outlets (bake sales, fundraisers, etc.) at least four
times per year.

Goal 5: Pass a Fair Trade Resolution

Draw up a resolution that reflects the college’s commitment to Fair Trade and pass it
through the appropriate decision-making bodies for approval.
